Southwest Sport Speed Rules
As of June 1, 2007

Engine:

· Any Side Exhaust .35 displacement engines only.
· Must cost under $100 New. (MSRP)
· Any deviations from these rules will be disqualified. 

· Any and all modifications are allowed!
Fuel:

· 10-10-10/70 methanol mix ONLY! Fuel will be supplied by the Host(s)

Fuel Tank:
· Suction feed systems ONLY! No Pressurization at all.

Propeller: (Prop)
· Any commercially available (Mass Market) 9 Diameter, 6 Pitch Propeller like; APC, Top Flite, Rev-Up, Master Airscrew, Zinger, Tornado, Grish, etc. The event CD has final decision on Prop designations.

Aircraft:
· 300 Sq. in. Wing, at least 1” thick except for the last 2” of each tip. 

· Any Fox Racer fits the bill.
Flying Lines:

· Braided Steel 0.015 X 60' measured from the center of the fuselage to the center of the flying handle, plus or minus 6". There WILL BE a 35 pound pull-test BEFORE each flight.
Procedure:

· 14 laps timed from Take-off. The flying handle must be in the center pylon within the first two laps.  Each contestant will get three (3) attempts for best time.
